RERCPPP Registry Upgrade – Technical Support
The Government of the Republic of Croatia has received a grant from the Global Environmental Facility Trust Fund (GEF), i.e. from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD) as the Implementing Agency of the GEF, in the total amount of USD 5.5 million for financing the implementation of the Renewable Energy Resources Project. The main aim of the Project is to support the development of economically and ecologically sustainable market of renewable energy resources. The grant beneficiary is the Ministry of the Economy, Labour and Entrepreneurship (MoELE), and the Implementing Agency of the Project is Croatian Bank for Reconstruction and Development (Hrvatska Banka za Obnovu i Razvitak - HBOR).

Within the framework of the Project implementation, in the part of providing technical assistance support for renewable energy market framework and other market conditions, it has been planned to engage a consulting firm that will provide additional development (upgrade and extension) on existing Registry of Renewable Energy Resource and Cogeneration Projects and Privileged Producers (RERCPPP Registry), implemented at MoELE. The RERCPPP Registry is designed according to the provisions of the relevant Renewable Energy Resource and Cogeneration secondary legislation and according to detailed procedure how to obtain the status of privileged producer.
Scope of Services

In order to achieve abovementioned objective, an upgrade and extension of existing RERCPPP Registry with new set of functionality has to be delivered. New set of functionality has to be seamlessly integrated into the existing RERCPPP Registry application interface and has to support related business processes. Among others, required functionalities are as follows: Database model upgrade and extension; User interface allowing applicants to submit requests in electronic form via the internet; User interface to validate incoming requests and include them into RERCPPP Registry; RERCPPP Registry user interface upgrade and extension (several modules); Internal MoELE reporting module related to RERCPPP Registry data and additional development of web portal related to RERCPPP Registry data.
